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Annamalai University

In the early 1920s Rajah Sir S. R. M. Annamalai Chettiar founded Sri Minakshi College,
Sri Minakshi Tamil College and Sri Minakshi Sanskrit College at Chidambaram. In 1928, Rajah Sir
S.RM. Annamalai Chettiar agreed with the local Government to handover the above said
institution for establishing a University. Thus, on 01.01.1929 Annamalai University was established
as per Annamalai University Act 1928 (Tamil Nadu Act 1 of 1929).

One of the most significant developments is the enactment of the Annamalai University Act,
2013 (Tamil Nadu Act 20 of 2013), which has come into force from September 25, 2013.
Annamalai University is accredited with ‘A" Grade by NAAC in 2014. "The Times Higher
Education World University Ranking - 2018” has ranked Annamalai University in 801 - 1000 for
Overall category and 401 - 500 for Life Sciences category. "The CWTS Leiden Ranking 2017",
on scientific impact of universities and on universities’ involvement in scientific collaboration &
scientific performance, has ranked the University at 14™ based on the number of publications and
3" based on the proportion of publications that, compared with other publications in the same
field and in the same year, belong to the top 10% most frequently cited. “The Nielsen - India
Today Ranking” (2017) has ranked Annamalai University 11" among the top 30 Universities in
India. Among the top 100 institutions for Higher Education in India the “SCImago Institutional

Ranking” has ranked Annamalai University as 4™ in Tamil Nadu and 20" in India.

The University Library, named after the eminent scholar, statesman and former
Vice-Chancellor Dr. Sir C.P. RamaswamiAiyer, serves as knowledge hub for the students and the
staff. Quite a good number of journals can be accessed through the Infonet facility. ScienceDirect

is subscribed through which 340 journals can be accessed.

The sports complex of the University spread over several acres, houses facilities for sports
and games. Tennis court complex, basketball complex, volleyball complex, athletic standard track,
cricket field & nets, football field, hockey field and a wooden floored indoor stadium are a few

worth mentioning.
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. FACULTY OF MEDICINE

The Faculty of Medicine consists of two colleges. They are the Rajah Muthiah Medical
College and the Rani Meyyammai College of Nursing.

The Rajah Muthiah Medical College has a 1260 bed tertiary level collegiate hospital with all
specialities, super-specialties supported by modern 24-hour laboratory and Radiological Imaging
service equipped with Doppler, Ultrasound, Mammography, Digital X-ray, C-arm, CT Scan and the
MRLThe Medical Council of India has accorded permanent recognition for annual intake of
150 students for the M.B.B.S programme.

Rajah Muthiah Institute of Health Sciences was established in the year 1980 with the functioning
of the Dental College. Thereafter in the second phase of development, the Rajah Muthiah Medical
College (RMMC) was established in the year 1985.

The Rajah Muthiah Medical College and Hospital serves the needs of the surrounding
villages, by providing medical treatment with skilled doctors, paramedical staff and a well
equipped hospital. Apart from ensuring curative and rehabilitative services through the teaching
hospital of the college, community services on the preventive and promotive sides are being
meaningfully organised, keeping in view the health needs of the rural as well as the urban sectors
of the community.

The Academic tempo in the Medical College is maintained at a high level by the activities of
the scientific body - ‘Academy of Medical Sciences’. Under the auspices of the Academy, regular
monthly meetings are held whereinresearch papers and hospital cases are presented and
discussed. Symposia are held annually on various Medical topics. Eminent scientists are invited by
the Academy to deliver guest lectures on topics of current importance. The University has been
hosting several National/International Medical Conferences. The teachers in the Faculty are
encouraged to present papers/ participate in several National/International Seminars/
Conferences/Symposia.

The Medical Education Unit functioning with the Dean as the Chairman, Organizes
programmes connected with Medical Education such as Orientation Programmes, Basics & Advanced
Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation Workshops for CRRIs & PGs, Faculty Development Programmes,
Clinico Pathological Conferences and Special Lectures etc.,

The imposing structures of Rajah Muthiah Medical College has the distinction of having
been declared open by His Excellency Shri R. Venkataraman, the then President of India, on
28.4.1988.

A special feature of RMMC is that it is one of the very few Medical Colleges in India directly
run by Universities. As a University Medical College with residential system, there are ample
opportunities for healthy interaction and learning from the multi-disciplinary facilities available in
the campus of the Annamalai University. Besides M.B.B.S., RMMC is also offering Post Graduate
degree programmes in nineteen different specialities and Post-Graduate Diploma programmes in
8 specialities. All these programmes are recognised by the Medical Council of India.



Rani Meyyammai College of Nursing

The Nursing programmes are conducted by the Department of Nursing since 1983. The
department was eventually renamed as the Rani Meyyammai College of Nursing from the
academic year 1995-96. The College has full recognition to offer graduate and postgraduate
programmes from the Nursing Council of India as well as the Tamil Nadu Nursing Council. The
educational programmes of the College are well supported by the unique facilities available with
the 1260 bedded Rajah Muthiah Medical College Hospital, which is also involved in teaching and
training of graduate students in Nursing.

Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation

The primary objective of the Medical College is to make its own worthy contribution to the
community with well trained and properly equipped doctors and paramedical personnel such as
nurses and physiotherapists. This is one of the few colleges in the country with a full fledged
specialty of Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation.

To keep pace with the development of modern medical education, the programme of
Bachelor of Physiotherapy was started from the academic year 1991-92. The division conducts a
Graduate and a Post Graduate Programme in Physiotherapy, offering substantial input to human
resource need of medical rehabilitation technology of the country. Besides, the Department runs
an Artificial Limb Centre which is meeting the regional requirements of artificial limbs at a very
nominal cost.

There will be only

one University Examination at the end of the Second Year with four papers, and a

common practical examination, viva-voce, and dissertation.

. Basic B.Sc.Nursing candidates should have minimum one year of work experience in a

Hospital or in a college or in a school of Nursing or in Community Health Programme after
Registration with the State Nursing Council.

Minimum one year of work experience prior or after Post Basic B.Sc. Nursing.

Candidate shall be medically fit.

The foreign nationals should obtain equivalency certificate from Indian Nursing Council.

PG Degree Programme in Physiotherapy - (M.P.T)

Every candidate seeking admission to the First Year of the M.P.T. programme must have
acquired the B.P.T. degree of Annamalai University (or) a degree of any other University
recognised as equivalent thereto by this University.
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IV. ALLOCATION OF SEATS
Reservation

Reservation of seats for candidates belonging to ST/SC/SCA/MBC/BCM/BC/OC communities
will be made as per the Rule of Reservation of the Government of Tamil Nadu.Among the
above reservations, 5% seats have been included for differently abled persons as per norms laid
down by the Government.

V. MODE OF SELECTION

The selection of candidates to all the programmes will be made on the basis of their
performanceinthe Entrance Examination and an Interview, which shall be conducted on the same
day or the day following the entrance examination, at Annamalainagar, at their own expenses.

Date of Entrance Examination and Interview will be intimated later.

VI. CODE OF CONDUCT

The following code of conduct shall be observed by the students who areadmitted.

i. The students should conduct themselves in an exemplary manner so as tobe a model for

other students.
ii. All students will have to strictly adhere to the rules and regulations of the University.

iii. RAGGING: The candidates should not indulge or participate in any kind of ragging.
If they are found to have indulged in ragging in the past or noticed later, the candidates
will be removed from the roll of theinstitution at whatever stage of study and criminal
action will be takenagainst the candidates.

iv. If any student is involved in ragging or any other anti- social activities, he/she will
be expelled and criminal proceedings may be launched against him/her.

v. The students should be present during all working days and sincerely apply themselves to
studies.

vi. The students should attend the classes regularly and punctually andshould fulfil the
attendance requirement as stipulated by the respective regulatory bodies to be eligible
to appear for the University Examinations.

vii. The campus is “Tobacco Free” and “Liquor Free”. Any violation of this will result in
dismissal from the program.

viii. Use of mobile phones and other electronic gadgets is not permitted in the class rooms,
examination halls, faculty premises, university organized functions / programs /
extracurricular and co-curricular activities.

ix. The students are forbidden from using motorized vehicles, including powered two
wheelers, inside the campus.

X. Dress Code: Students need to wear formal dress largely covering them like
Sarees/Churidhar with dupatta for ladies and Trousers, Pant & Shirt for men.

Migration Certificate: This certificate will be issued by the University Office ('K’ Section)
only on demand to those who have planned to undergo higher studies in any Educational
Institution in India.

Duplicate Certificate — Mark List / Degree / Transfer Certificate: A certificate from the
police department is required to be produced for the loss of certificates indicating that the
certificates were actually lost beyond recovery.

Personal File: Students are advised to maintain a personal file containing all academic
records such as challan for remittance of tuition fee, exam fee, instrument fee, condonation
fee etc. till completion of his/her studies.

Re-admission: If any attendance deficiency during the tenure of his/her studies, candidates
shall apply for re-admission through the Heads concerned along with the photocopy of
his/her previous semester/year mark list(s) as proof for having appeared for the University
Examinations.

Change of Name/Date of Birth: Candidate who wishes to change of Name, date of Birth,
of his/her name should be made only during the period of study by producing a copy of
"Gazette Notification” from the respective Government NO such change shall be
entertained after completion for his/her studies in the University.
