The University has three different
standalone MIS provide the information
requirement of the management: 1. The
Office Automation System wherein all
the service registers of the employees
of the university is digitally entered
and through the secured entry page the
concerned authorities may login to

obtain the entire details of the
employees of the University. To ensure
the robustness of the system it has
been envisaged to scan the physical
records and make it part of this
system. 2. The second MIS is Biometric
Attendance Management System (BAMS), it
was an effort to move from the
conventional paper based attendance to
embrace the digital attendance system.
The BAMS, an inhouse developed
software, integrates the database of
the Biometric Server to the website of
the University. The system allows the
Heads of Departments / Sections to make
leave entries, monitor and generate
reports for various attendance
shortcomings like “Not Reported”,
“Single Punch” and “Hour Deficiency” at
their biometric login. Further shifts
for the staff can be pinned to
calculate the working hours. The user
can view his / her report and can sort
out discrepancies in his / her leave
entries and other related issues. The
leaves are calculated with an opening
balance fixed at the beginning of the
calendar year. Regarding Earned Leave,
the annual availed days are calculated
for that particular year since there is
nonavailability the cumulative opening
balance. Efforts are taken to
incorporate the opening balance of the
earned leave. 3. The third MIS,
Centralized Accounting System is to
simplify the accounting system and to
provide the approval at various levels.
It encompasses 8 major accounts
comprising of 3200 budget heads for
regular accounts. The grants and
project are individually treated as a
separate major head with project
specific budget heads and there are 65
such project accounts. The procedure
provides approval at 4 stages, the
first stage being the user department
or section creating the requirement
file, followed by the Finance section
making appropriate entries. In the
second stage the approval is given by
the Finance Officer, the third stage is
approval by the Registrar and the last
stage is approval by the Vice
Chancellor. If the sanction amount is
less than Rs. 5000/ the process gets
over at second stage and if less than
50,000/ it stops at the third stage and
if it is more than 50,000/ it goes



through all stages. Once the approval
is given an voucher is created for
processing the payment. The major
advantage of this system is that no
wrong entries are made in the budget
allocated and ease of transparent
accounting.

 2.3.2 – Students mentoring system available in the institution? Give details. (maximum 500 words)

  The mentoring of students and their welfare is a major priority of the University. Mentoring is a process for
developing personal and professional aspects of students through sharing of knowledge, expertise and

experience. While all faculties in the university are potential academic advisors to all the students, each faculty is
assigned as a Mentor to a small group of students (mentee). The students are mentored from the time of

admission to completion of their degree programme. Mentor – Mentee ratio of about 1:5 to 1:15 is maintained in
almost all departments. The MentorMentee system fosters a close and constructive professional relationship

between students and the staff of the faculty. Mentors meet the assigned mentees periodically to guide them with
their curriculum, monitor their progress, provide intellectual training, help them in making appropriate choices in
choosing their optional and addon courses. Further, mentors help the mentees in applying for scholarships and

provide career counseling. Feedback and opportunities for reflective review will be documented after every
meeting and the reports filed. Further, our faculties regularly guide the students regarding the rules and

regulations which have been followed in the University / Department.

 6.1.1 – Mention two practices of decentralization and participative management during the last year (maximum 500

  Centre for Academic Research (CARE) Initially, managing various academic
processes pertaining to the academic research programmes including D.Litt.

D.Sc. / Ph. D. / M. Phil. were done by different sections such as admission in
K section, examinations in Controller of Examinations office at central pool,
the programme related activities and provisional registration at department

levels. This made the scholars to run from pillar to post for different
processes. Due to UG and PG programmes with large student strength, it is
difficult to manage examination related processes pertaining to academic

research programmes by the office of the Controller of Examination.To overcome
these difficulties and speed up different processes including admissions,

examinations, thesis submission, plagiarism checking and other intermittent
processes, the University has established Centre for Academic Research

Excellence (CARE). Various academic processes governed by different sections in
central pool were detached from those sections and COE and were brought under
the umbrella of CARE. CARE is headed by a Director and Deputy Director to look
after the academic activities including admissions, provisional registration,

constitution of Research AdvisoryCommittee (RAC), monitoring the research
progress and quality of publication, minor problems faced by scholar, question
paper setting, arrangement to conduct Vivavoce examination and award of Degree.

This initiative has paved a way to manage all academic research programmes
works at ease atone point stop. Outcome of this initiative is speedy processing

and easy tracking of different activities Committees to effectively
administrate task oriented activities in time frame: In Both University level

and Faculty level, various committees are constituted every year to
decentralize the powers to enact and speed up the process of completing task
oriented academic and administrative works. Committees constituted during the
academic year for various tasks include, curriculum revision committees at
department and faculty level, admission committee, committee for admission
counselling process, student disciplinary action committee, committees for
different academic report preparation, committees for conduct of university
functions including Convocation etc. For successful conduct of faculty level
functions including College day, Job Fare and Farmers day the students are

involved to manage various tasks. Involvement of students as managers brought
in great success of conducting many events and set example for the success of

such as M. Phil. and Ph.D. are
monitored by CARE (Centre for Academic
research). Best Researcher awards are
given on Teachers’ Day. Sufficient

funds are being allotted in the budget
for the purchase and maintenance of
equipment needed for research and

development. Periodical meetings of the
Doctoral committee and Research

Methodology workshops are conducted.
Scholars are motivated to participate

in conferences and Seminars and publish
papers in journals before submission of

thesis. Students are encouraged to
participate in Anveshan – student
research convention an all India

competition.

Library, ICT and Physical
Infrastructure / Instrumentation

Adequate annual budgetary allocation
for infrastructure augmentation (2.64

cr.) is offered from general funds. The
university has bagged Rs.50 Cr. Funding
from RashtriyaUchchatar Shiksha Abhiyan
phase2 (RUSA) to utilize for research

and creation of infrastructure
facilities, class rooms, etc. Apart
from this, the institutional funding

from Government of India through PURSE,
SAP and FIST projects give sustainable
support to maintain the laboratories
and to purchase more than 60 major

equipments including MRI and CT Scans
(Rs. 14.58 Cr.). Further, alumni of the
university have contributed to asset

creation in the university (to the tune
of 21. 20 lakhs) in various forms to
support university infrastructure.

Human Resource Management Duties and responsibilities are
earmarked for all the teaching and
nonteaching staff members of the

Department and their activities are
monitored.The faculty are facilitated

to attend refresher, orientation, short
term programmes, conferences and

seminars in order to update and equip
themselves for the teaching process.

Cameras is expanded to other buildings
in a phased manner. A proposal for 1600
cameras has been submitted to the Tamil

Nadu Government under the Nirbhaya
Scheme. Complete networking of the 100
acre campus with 15 km OFC cabling and

113 access switches. Institution’s
Innovation Council (IIC) for Annamalai

University is formed as per the
prescribed format by MHRD”s Innovation
Cell. Development:The university has 3
different standalone MIS to cater to
the information requirement of the

management. First the Office Automation
System wherein all the service

registers of the employees of the
university is digitally entered and
through the secured entry page the
concerned authorities may login to
obtain the entire details of the

employees of the University. To ensure



the robustness of the system it has
been envisaged to scan the physical
records and make it part of this

system.

Administration The Biometric Attendance Management
System is an effort to move from the
conventional paperbased attendance to
embrace the digital attendance system.

The AIC BAMS, inhouse developed
software, integrates the database of

the Biometric Server to the website of
the University. The system allows the

Heads of Departments / Sections to make
leave entries, monitor and generate

reports for various attendance
shortcomings like not reported, single

punch and hour deficiency at their
biometric login. Further shifts for the
staff can be pinned to calculate the

working hours. The user can view their
report and can sort out discrepancies

in their leave entries and other
related issues. The leaves are

calculated with an opening balance
fixed at the beginning of the calendar

year. Regarding Earned Leave, the
annual availed days are calculated for
that particular year since there is
nonavailability of the cumulative

opening balance. Efforts are underway
to incorporate the opening balance of

the earned leave.

Finance and Accounts Centralized Accounting System
simplifies the accounting system and

provides approval at various levels. It
encompasses 8 major accounts comprising

of 3200 budget heads for regular
accounts. The grants and projects are
individually treated as a separate

major head with project specific budget
heads and there are 65 such project

accounts. The procedure for approval is
in 4 stages, the first stage being the
user department or section creating the

requirement file, followed by the
Finance section making appropriate
entries. In the second stage the
approval is given by the Finance

Officer, the third stage is approval by
the Registrar and the last stage is

approval by the Vice Chancellor. If the
sanction amount is less than Rs. 5000/
the process gets over at second stage
and if less than 50,000/ it stops at
the third stage if it is more than
50,000/ it goes through all stages.

Once the approval is given a voucher is



created for processing the payment. The
major advantage of this system is that
no wrong entries are made in the budget

allocated and ease of accounting.

Student Admission and Support Online Applications are available to
all the Programmes offered by the

University. Webbased counselling for
all the Professional Programmes are in
place. All payments like the tuition

fees, examination fees and hostel fees
are made online by students. Students
Attendance and Internal Assessment
Marks are accessible through Student
Portal. Wifi Facilities have been
provided to all the 19 Hostels.

Ladies Hostel with the help of 16
Machines.

 7.1.7 – Initiatives taken by the institution to make the campus eco-friendly (at least five)

  1. Logistics using Bicycles: Annamalai University is one of the largest
residential Universities in India, has its class rooms, offices, staff

quarters, hostels and library are located close to each other so that the need
of motorised transport is kept minimum. Most of the teachers and students who
stay near to the University prefer walking to using any kind of vehicles. This
is a regular scene with most of the members to contribute positively towards
the environment. This mode is environment friendly and helps in preventing

pollution also. The students who stay in different hostels prefer bicycles as a
mode of transport. In the University campus, around 4000 bicycles are regularly
used by our students and staff members. 2. Public Transport: The other students
who stay in nearby rural areas prefer to use state transport buses as it offers
them a concessional monthly pass. It is economically beneficial to students
from backward financial status. 3. Plasticfree campus: University provides
resources and tools to educate students on the environmental and health

benefits of plasticfree campus to minimize plastic consumption and pollution in
the premises and the surrounding environment. The plastic free campus program
aims to eradicate singleuse plastics in the campus by encouraging students
faculties to make plasticfree environment. To motivate people at large the
University has erected banners and pasted notices at prominent places in the
campus. 4. Paperless office: The University encourages lesser usage of papers
in the office. Similarly, faculty are also motivated to distribute soft copies
of class notes to the students. Electronic means such as Gmail or slide share
are used for this to share the contents. Whatsapp groups are created classwise

and departmentwise to communicate important messages to the students and
faculty. 5. Green landscaping with trees and plants: The University maintains

more than 20 gardens inside its premises. The University is committed to
protecting the environmental heritage of its campuses and has adopted
agroforestry for conservation of biodiversity to preserve the natural
ecosystems and habitat of existing species in the campus. Walkways and

Pedestrian Friendly Roads: The campus areas have been designed with the concept
of open spaces including roads, jogging trails, and lawns. The natural

landscape has been preserved while accommodating the demand to use these venues
for various purposes. 6. Agroforestry: The University is committed to
protecting the environmental heritage of its campus and has adopted
agroforestry for conservation of biodiversity to preserve the natural

ecosystems and habitat of existing species in the campus. The University also
envisages this as a vital link for collaboration between agriculture and
academics for the sustainable development of variegated plantations and

divert the children out of the clutches of electronic gadgets and to maintain
their mental and physical health. It is vital to bring about changes in
